There is a label on the later frame which

describes the scene as depicting the duel between Hamilton and Burr, but

we have no evidence that this was the artist's original intent. A

fragmentary label on verso bears the name of William Brodie R.S.A.

(1815-1881), a Scottish sculptor. We believe it may have been from his

collection.
